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President’s Challenge - 2012

The Challenge consists of four individual
blocks. 6 1/2x 6 1/2

OR one block 13 x 13 divided into four
OR 1 block 26 x 6 1/2 divided into four
Each square must represent a season:
spring, summer, fall and winter. Colours

used should represent the seasons.

Material: 100% cotton, any colour

Threads: Floss, pearl or wool
The Challenge:

Each embroidery stitch can only be used
twice. e.g. If you use chain stitch in
square one you can only use it again in one
other square. Any technique may be used.
