417 only to find ourselves stuck (for about 10 minutes) at the Bronson Exit. We were about 15 minutes late for
the 10am Interguild meeting. We learned a lot of fun tidbits about how others run their quilt guilds. Many of
the problems were the same ones we face and others not. But the Show ...
The Ottawa Valley Quilters’ Guild Festival of Quilts was a surprise to me, primarily because they had more

I will say that they had a game for the kids: Find this at the quilt show. Don’t
know what the prize was. But the kids walked around with a clip board, much like
they did at the Quilt of Belonging. They loved it! There were real miniature quilts,
baby quilts. They even showed some touch quilts and explained what they were.
